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FROM THE ARRANGER:

Choirs may choose to emphasize the rhythmic elements of the piece by adding a djembe drum to the ensemble.
The drum part aligns with the starts and stops of the dance.

Drummers may use a combination of the suggested drum patterns.

Traditionally, the drum pattern is preceded by an eighth note pick-up, and ends with a single note on the downbeat.

The drum part is supplementary and should not be used as a substitute for dancing.
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
